Thin outer layer. Hard rock. 10km-90km thick.

Mantle
Extremely hot rock that flows. 3000km thick.

Outer core

Inner core
Iron and nickel. Hottest layer at over 5000°C.
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Volcanoes are made when pressure builds up inside the
earth. This affects the earth’s crust causing to
sometimes erupt through it.
Active volcanoes have erupted in
the last 10 000 years.

Dormant volcanoes haven't
erupted in the last 10 000 years
but may erupt again.
