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Physical Development (PD)


Physical Development is split into 2 sections; Moving and Handling and Health and Self-Care. 


This term, I will;


Begin to develop a more fluent style of moving and control over my actions.


Combine different movements with ease and fluency in order to learn and create dances.


Continue to develop my small motor skills for writing. 


Continue to develop and improve my technique for movement skills such as skipping, hopping and running.











Expressive Arts & Design (EAD)


Expressive Arts and Design is split into 2 sections; Creating with Materials and Being Imaginative and Expressive. This term, I will;


Watch and talk about dance expressing my feelings and thoughts on what I have seen.


Perform as part of a group in simple dances.


Sing in a group and begin to develop my ability to match pitch and follow melody.


Explore, use and refine a variety of artistic effects with a focus on; 


-ICT,


-collage, 


-paint








Reception do not follow the same curriculum as the rest of the school as we are still part of the Early Years Foundation Stage. We therefore follow the Early Year’s curriculum. The Early Years curriculum is split into 7 different areas.

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Personal Social Emotional Development (PSED)


Personal Social Emotional Development is split into 3 sections; Self-Regulation, Managing Self and Building Relationships. This term, I will; 


Think about my own feelings and the feelings of others.


Begin to think about things from other people’s perspectives.


Begin to think and talk about things that help me keep safe and healthy around dangers, such as firework and road safety. 








Communication and Language (CL)


Communication is split into 3 sections; Listening and Attention, Speaking and Understanding. This term, I will;


Understand how to listen carefully and why listening is important.


Learn and use new vocabulary.


Use sentences to explain my ideas and thoughts.


Retell a story that is new to me once I have become familiar with it.


Learn and perform new songs.











Literacy (L)


Literacy is split into 3 sections; Comprehension, Reading and Writing. This term, I will;


Read individual letters by saying the sounds for them.


Blend sounds together so that I can read words containing sounds that I know.


Continue to work towards forming lower-case and capital letters correctly.


Spell words containing sounds that I know by identifying the sounds and then writing the correct letter. 











Mathematics (M)


Mathematics is split into 2 sections; Number and Numerical Patterns. This term, I will;


Explore triangles, circles and shapes with four sides including their properties, different orientations and sizes and the different line types they are made from.


Hear and begin to use more complex positional language to describe how items are positioned in relation to other items. 


Learn about the numbers 4 and 5 by exploring their composition, finding one more and one less, comparing them to other numbers and being able to recognise in an amount without counting (subitise).


Explore time by ordering key events in the day and starting to learn about and use different units of time. 





Understanding the World (UW)


Understanding the World is split into 3 sections; Past and Present, The Natural World and People, Culture and Communities. This term, I will;


Develop my understanding of special places, such as churches, and their importance to members of my community.


Recognise that people have different beliefs and celebrate special times in different ways.


Understand the effects of the changing seasons on the natural world.
