Music: This half term we will continue taking part in brass instrument lessons. This will give the children the opportunity to work as a team to learn, practice and perform a piece of music as a class.
Art: In Art, we will be exploring the world-famous British artist Banksy. In learning about his work, we will think about the meanings behind his work. We will of course be creating our own artwork inspired by Banksy.

Science: We will be exploring working scientifically. In doing this we will:
· Plan different types of scientific enquiries to answer questions.
· Set up fair tests
· Decide what observations and measurements to make.
· Use different scientific equipment to measure with precision.
· Decide how to record date and results.
· Report findings.

French: In this unit, we will be learning about:
· Moi dans le monde (Me in the world)
· The countries in the Francophone world.
· Different festivals (religious and non-religious) around the world. 
· How we can help to protect the planet.
· Regular and irregular verbs

Maths: This term, we will be continuing to master our arithmetic skills, revisit and revise key areas such as co-ordinates, place value, fractions, decimal and percentages and measure before moving onto maths projects and problem-solving lessons.




History: This term, we will take a journey through British history as we discover how crime and punishment has changed throughout the ages. Beginning with the Romans and traveling right through to the present day, exploring how changes in society create changes in the kind of crimes that are committed, as well as the ways in which they are punished.
PSHE: Our focus this half-term is relationships. We will be discussing how to make friends, solve friendship problems, help other feel part of a group, show respect to others, knowing how to help ourselves and others when they are upset or hurt and knowing what makes a good relationship.
English: This term, we will be reading Street Child by Bertie Doherty. We will revisit punctuation and grammatical skills, and further enhance our writing through high-quality vocabulary, varied sentences, and diverse openers. The children will produce a non-chronological report, a first-person recount, and character descriptions. Additionally, we will work on our expression and drama techniques while rehearsing for our end-of-year production.
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
