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Year 4 will be developing their knowledge of area, counting squares, making shapes and comparing areas. Children will continue to learn multiplication and division facts. Using mental maths knowledge children will develop quick recall of multiplication facts and the opposite division fact (inverse). 

Year 5 children will learn about multiple, factors and prime and square numbers before moving on to multiplying by 10, 100, 1000. They will also begin to look at fractions, comparing, ordering and adding and subtracting them. 

Merlin Class Topic Web
English
This term, children will be looking at Beowulf. We will look at closely the narrative before using it to support us in writing our own quest story. Children use the text to learn to write setting and character descriptions using skills such as ‘show don’t tell’, varying sentence length and using relative clauses to add detail.  Children will then look deeper at the story, using it to support writing a diary entry from the perspective of Beowulf. 

Throughout both learning journeys, children will continue to develop their spelling, punctuation and grammar skills, as they develop maturity in their writing. Guided reading sessions will happen daily in small adult led groups. 


PSHCE
Our ‘Celebrating Difference’ unit will help us to reflect on bullying. In Year 4 children will learn what it can look like as well as why people may do it. 
Year 5 will look deeper into bullying and how it can be direct or indirect, as well as learning about racism and why it is unacceptable. 



Design and Technology
Children will be researching and designing a Viking longship. The children will plan, make prototypes and develop models before using their understanding to design and make their own ship. Children will then evaluate their longship judging appearance and function. 

Science
This term our science topic will be properties of materials. Children will learn to group together every day items based on their properties, including magnetism, transparency and electrical conductivity.  
Children will also practice science skills such as planning experiments, recording and taking measurements accurately as well as recording and presenting data. They will development methods of presenting data and drawn conclusions from it. 

PE
All children will develop their netball skills this term. Children will recap passing skills and techniques as well as learning how to pivot, move and shoot.  
Year 4 children will also be taught hockey, learning how to pass, receive and control a ball. This will develop into building an attack and working as a team in mini games.
Year 5 children will continue with their swimming practice and learn water safety. 


Music
Year 5 will be enjoying Brass lessons this term with an external music teacher. 
Year 4 will continue to explore music with ‘Sing Up’. their instruments effectively. 

History
We will travel back in time exploring the struggle for the Kingdom of England and the Invasion of the Vikings. We will learn when and where the Vikings first invaded and how their lives were similar or different to our own. 

Computing
This term children will explore ‘Quizzing’. Children will learn about different types of quizzes; their features, as well as strengths and weaknesses. From this the children will use the 2Quiz software to explore making their own quiz based on a chosen topic.

RE
Children in Year 4 will learn about Buddhism and look at the question ‘Is it possible for everyone to be happy?’ before moving onto Christianity where they will learn about the nativity, questioning which is the most important part of the story? 
In year 5 children will learn about Hinduism and how a Sanatani can show their commitment to God before moving on to Christianity and the question ‘Is the Christmas story true?’
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
