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	· King Charles II – 1630 – 1685. Charles II became King of England, Scotland and Ireland in 1649, He organised firefighting teams during the Great Fire and took the decision to quickly demolish buildings to create a fire break. 
· Samuel Pepys – 1633 – 1703. Samuel Pepys rose through the ranks of the Navy and became Chief Secretary to the Admiralty. His diary gives a first-hand account of many important events of the time, including the Great Plague and the Great Fire of London. 
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Key Facts: 
• The Great Fire of London raged for four days in 1666, destroying much of the city and leaving some 100,000 people homeless.

 • After the fire, many buildings were rebuilt. King Charles ll ordered that buildings were built further apart and made of stone to make sure the fire could not happen again so easily.
