ITEM 1.  CHAIRS WELCOME

1.  Ellie opened the meeting by thanking all in attendance.  Clarifying the purpose of the meeting was to sign off on PTA spend for the remainder of the academic year.

ITEM 2.  FINANCIAL REQUESTS:

1. CLASS CONTRIBUTIONS 
£20 for each class for their class stalls.  AGREED.  Susie delivered the cash - £160, to the school on 12th June.

2. YEAR 6 LEAVERS GIFT AND ACTIVITY
Gift is a pen and pencil set in a named (RAF Benson CP School) case.  Cost is around £120 in total.  Activity is yet to be decided by the pupils.  PTA asked to contribute up to £200 for the activity, any top up required will be fulfilled by parent contributions.  Caroline (office) will be able to confirm costs.  £320 spend AGREED.

3. REFRESHMENTS – YEAR 5/6 PRODUCTION
Discussed at PTA Event Meeting earlier that day.  Decided that Year 6 parents would organise this year and it would be headed up by Emma Gray.

4. ICE CREAM FRIDAYS
Discussed at PTA Event Meeting earlier that day.  Everyone is happy to run again this year and Leanne will advertise for volunteers.

5. ‘SALES PITCH’ TO NEW RECEPTION PARENTS
Leanne has volunteered to talk at the meeting on 28th June.

6. SACK BARROW FOR BOUNCY CASTLE
Due to the size of the PTA bouncy castle a trolley is needed to help transport it.  AGREED to fund the purchase.  Ellie to follow up.

Leanne raised a question from the earlier Event Meeting, Amy Laker wanted to have some steer on what to do with the money from the bouncy castle.  Susie said she would pick this up with Amy.

Susie asked if any insurance payments were due.  Ellie believes the insurance is covered by the PTA membership, but will double check.

7. KEY STAGE 1 ACTIVITY
Steph told the committee about the opportunity to have a visit from the Beat Box collective.  The cost would be £645 for 4 hours + travel expenses from London + pick up from the train station.  Each KS1 class would receive a 45minute workshop.

Susie had seen the Beat Box session at another event and was positive the pupils would enjoy the experience.  Cost AGREED, even though it is a lot for one activity, KS1 havent had an activity funded by the PTA this year and we have the funds available.  Delivery to take place before the end of term.


ITEM 3. DATE OF NEXT MEETING

Committee meeting to be held before the end of term.  Ellie to send out a doodle request and set a date.


ITEM 4. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

1. PTA PACKS
Ellie asked Steph if the PTA packs had arrived.  They were ordered at the beginning of May.  Steph didn’t believe so.  Ellie to follow up.

2. SCHOOL TRIPS
Holly asked if there would be an option to subsidise school trips following the recent letter that had been sent out, to avoid trips being cancelled if school didn’t receive 80% of the funds.  Steph explained that this had been discussed at the Governors meeting, but a decision had been made not to make a request at this time.  Something to keep in mind for the future.

3. FILM CLUB
Steph asked if we could start up film club again.  Leanne volunteered to run the first one before the end of term and suggested using the conference center.  Leanne will follow up with Meg Wickett.  Lots of discussion around which day of the week as not to clash with other station activities, will also depend on availability of volunteers.  Leanne to provide an update when she has more information.
