EVENTS
Summer Fayre 
This years summer fayre is Saturday 27th June, 2-4pm - pre meeting Wednesday 24th to confirm details.
Chris Southall is happy to do the BBQ again, drinks to be sorted separately, possibly via another stall. He will also arrange floats.
Annie Arscott to order raffle tickets which pupils will be given to sold prior to the day, raffle to be drawn on the day at suggested time of 3.30p
Beverley Kellett confirmed that an ice cream van has been booked for the event.
Annie suggested we look at asking the Military Wives Choir to perform on the day and it was further suggested that we could possibly look at asking to them to collaborate with the school choir with a song such as 'Let it go'. Donna McGrath agreed to contact Jo Williams to see if they were available and The Benson and Roke Brass band were discussed as an alternative if the choir are unable to attend.
It was decided that we will look into getting a helicopter from the base across for the event although members present were unsure how to go about this. Annie is asking Andy Lyes to look into it and Leanne Minns is volunteering Rich Minns to request! Finer details to be discussed when availability is confirmed.
The idea of having extra (non-school) stalls was raised. Beverley Kellett suggested too many extra stalls would not be practical in case of bad weather for space reasons. 
Andy Lyes will be running the welly wanging again.
The possibility of having a fire engine, police car and ambulance present was favoured and Chris will approach the first responders, Tim will approach fire section and Donna will approach the police section to see if there will be vehicles available on the day, with the air ambulance being abandoned for practical reasons.
Other ideas were to include;
Scholastic book fayre
Mini RAF regiment assault course for children
Small animals/donkey sanctuary - decided against for space restrictions and aircraft noise concerns raised by them in previous years on camp.
Wine/water stall - £1 a go, asking for donations of empty wine bottles closer to event
Alcohol served - Pimms not gone well in previous years however possibly another drink? 
Cake stall - asking for donations from parents closer to event, Nicola Hetherington happy to run
RAF Benevolent Fund - Annie to approach them to see if they would like a stall, no mascot or big character as this has scared children in the past.
The HIVE - as per last year. It was mentioned the HIO will be on maternity leave this summer so unlikely to be present this year.
Face painting - Donna agreed to contact some face painters and Nicola offered to stand in if we were unable to find one.
Tombola - sweets and not chocolate, school to run a non-uniform day for a cup of sweets/small pocket money toys possibly 1st Friday after half term (Beverley to confirm with school) The issue of who will run the tombola was raised by a couple of members, a rota basis was suggested to allow parents with younger children to enjoy the fayre with them. 
All fine details to be confirmed at pre meeting on the 24th.

Any Other Business
On behalf of Mrs Fawdry, Tim Thorpe mentioned that school will be doing 'Race for life' on 10th July and that they are looking for volunteers to help run the event.
