 and practise adding and subtracting using concrete and pictorial methods. 
English

We will continue with daily phonics t
h
roughout the term.
Science
We will be looking at animals including humans in science this term. We will learn the names and be able to identify 
various parts
 of the human body. Looking in depth at the 
five
 different senses. We will also look at how we can classify animals into 
five
 different groups and to identify animals by their features and diets
.
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R.E
This term 
we 
will be learning about Christianity. We will be discussing the question 
What do Christians believe about God? 
We
 will focus on the Christian story of creation and the responsibility a Christian might feel for caring for the world.

Each week we will have a PSHE
 session. This term our topic will be ‘Being Me in my World’. We will be exploring our feelings of belonging and safety in the classroom.
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ICT
We will 
begin this term by learning how to

 tools to paint, create jigsaws and make simple drag and drop games.
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PE
We will have two PE lessons a week. 
 This term 
our focus will be Gymnastics 
and Body Management. 
We will e
xplore a variety of
 different ways to
 roll
, 
slid
e
 and travel
 before progressing to 
including jumping
. For this we will look at different
 
ways to 
take-off
 and 
land
 using our 
hands and feet in different combinations.
 
We

 learn 
simple gymnastics actions and shapes
 and a
pply basic strength 
to these
.
 Once confident, we will look at different ways we can link these actions. 
Finally, we will p
articipate in a variety of small group cooperative activities
 applying our learnt skills. 
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Music 
Our music unit for this term is called The King is in the Castle. 
This unit is based around a song about the people and mythical characters that might inhabit a castle. 
We will learn to i
dentify a simple song structure and rhyme pattern.
 We will play
 contrasting accompaniments
 and e
xplore using sound quality (timbre), dynamics, and pitch to tell a story. 
While performing,
 we will use actions and 
explore changing our voices 
to suit different characters
.
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Art and Design 
Our focus artist for this term is Vanessa 
Hogge, she makes sculptures out of clay. We will
 learn 
about her artwork and give our opinion on it 
us
ing artistic language. 
We will then practise of sculpt
ing
 skills 
such as squeezing, pulling, rolling and pressing clay to create shapes and adding texture 
by pinching and creating smooth surfaces. 
Finally, will create our own botanical inspired sculptures using our newly learnt skills. 
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History 
This term we will 
learning about
 the lives of three significant individuals; Beatrix Potter, David Attenborough and Grace Darling.
 
We will explore how they have had a significant impact on British society and our lives today. 
When talking about these individuals we will
 use time related vocabulary and 
develop our skills at putting key events in chronological order. We
 will use sources such as photos to 
make observations about life in the past and 
retell simple historical stories and events. 
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
