At first, he started to make toys like yo-yos and trucks out of wood. In 1949, he made his first plastic toy called a Binding Brick, which in 1958 became the famous Lego brick.

-The first ever toy was a ball, it was made from clay.
- There are over 600 billion pieces of Lego in the world. 
-The teddy bear was named after American president Theodore Roosevelt.

	 Science: Properties of Materials 
Waterproof: a waterproof material does not allow water to soak through it. It keeps the water out.
Flexible: flexible materials are bendy and not stiff. They can be bent easily without breaking.
Transparent: a material that you can see through a material. For example, glass. 
Strong: a material that doesn’t break easily.
Texture: how a material feels. For example, soft or rough.
