Maths
In maths we will start the term of focusing on Multiplication and division, counting in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s. We will then move on to fractions finding half and a quarter of both an object and a number. We will finish the term off by looking at position and direction, knowing what a turn is and knowing left, right, above, and below. It will be a busy term in maths, but we will make lessons practical and fun.

English 
In English this term we will be using the book Greta and the Giant to help us with information writing. We will be writing a letter to explain how we should protect and save trees. 
We will also be writing a recount this term. We will be planting our own seeds and going on a nature walk around the school grounds to see what trees we can identify. We will use these experiences to help us write our recounts.
PE
Continuing with send and return we will be able to send an object with increased confidence using hand or a bat, moving towards a moving ball to return. In run, jump, throw we will work collaboratively on more complex tasks to improve strength, balance, agility and coordination.






Science
We will focus our science work this topic on plants and their pollinators. In depth we will look into plants starting from seed and bulbs to the variety of plants that are commonly known today, such as sunflowers. We will also look at the different species of trees and we will go on our own nature walk around camp to see how many different species of trees we can find.


RE
We will be looking at Judaism and asking the question Is shabbat important to Jewish Children? We will look at how shabbat is celebrated and how it compares to the sabbath. We will further look at why a Jewish family might go to the synagogue to celebrate shabbat.
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Geography
As geographers, we will be looking into the 4 different countries that make up the United Kingdom (England, Northern Ireland, Scotland, and Wales). We will also be able to identify their capital cities (London, Belfast, Edinburgh, and Cardiff.). Using this information, we will be comparing Wallingford and Edinburgh by their physical and human geographical features.

Computing
Our focus this term will be Lego Builders. During this topic we will follow and create simple instructions on the computer. We will consider how the order of the instructions will affect the result. We will use our knowledge of coding and algorithms to help.

We will be learning about the Scottish artist Eduardo Paolozzi, who is most famous for his sculpture and his painting works. We will take inspiration from his sculptures to help us create our own using different materials and techniques that come with working with clay.

Music
This term we will be looking at the music Nautilus! We will listen actively to the piece interpreting it into dance and we will engage imaginatively by creating a drawing to the music

PSHE
We will be looking at our dreams and goals this term, learning what an aspiration is and how we can achieve our goals. We will also look into the emotions that go with this.  
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
