Art 
During art this term we will be looking into the artist Claude Monet and more importantly the piece called “Sunset on the Seine”. We will look in depth at the techniques he used and use this knowledge of colour washes to help us create our own inspired pieces of artwork. We will use pictures of sunsets in our local area to help us.

Maths
We will be working on our addition and subtraction skills in maths up to 20, applying and securing our knowledge of number bonds. We will also look at our place value up to 20, making sure that we are able to confidently use a number line to help us know 1 more or 1 less than a given number. with this work.
Throughout these units we will continue to use concrete resources to help us and will be embedding our learning with problem solving challenges.
English 
During English this term, we will be looking at using speech within our writing. We will be using the book ‘Percy the Park keeper’ to help us with our writing with a particular focus on messages and speech bubbles. We will also have a focus on poetry, writing our own poems, based on the poem ‘Don’t’ by Michael Rosen.






Science
We will learn to observe, and measure seasonal changes, including how the length of each day varies. We will also think about the bigger picture of weather including identifying the changes in the trees, knowing the differences between the seasons and how to stay safe in different weathers. 
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RE
This term children will be learning about Judaism. We will be discussing the question 'Who is God to the Jews?' The children will look into the special relationship that Jewish people have with God and be able to say how some important Jewish beliefs began.


	


Geography
As geographers, we will record a weather chart to answer questions about the weather and consider the daily weather patterns in the United Kingdom. We will compare these to a very different climate, Antarctica, and consider the location of hot and cold regions on the planet, what seasons they have and how animals including humans may adapt, for example through the clothing we wear.


Computing
Our computing focus this term will be animated stories. The children will be introduced to e- books and will be able to create their own by adding animation, sound, and different backgrounds to personalise their stories.


	

		PE 
Continuing with ‘Attack, Defend and Shoot’, we will look at how we can further develop our skills in attacking and defending games, using the skills to attack defend and shoot to help us when working as a team.
Indoors we will also develop our dance skills. We will be putting together a performance inspired by ‘The Jungle Book’.

Music
We will be looking into a piece of music called ‘Football’. The children will learn echo singing, composing word patterns, and playing percussion. We will look at the difference between pitched patterns and rhythm patterns, higher and lower. 
PSHE
We will be looking at our dreams and goals this term, learning what an aspiration is and how we can achieve our goals. We will also look into the emotions that go with this.  
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
