PE 
This term we will be starting with ’Run, Jump, Throw’. We will begin to link running, jumping and throwing techniques over longer distances. In ‘Hit Catch, Run’ we will look into hitting balls with our hands and bats, whilst learning how to track and receive a ball. We will also throw and catch a variety of balls and objects.

Maths
We will begin the year securing and deepening our understanding of the place value of numbers up to 10. This will include lots of counting, sorting, representing numbers using objects, reading and writing numbers, counting one more and one less and comparing numbers. Towards the end of the term, we will begin learning about addition and subtraction. We will learn the symbols for these, find number bonds to 10 and practise adding and subtracting using concrete and pictorial methods. 

English 
We will be using the story Paddington at the palace by Michael Bond to help us plan and write our very own a day at the place story. We will also be looking into the different features the are included in non-chronological fact files to help us create our own fact file on Windsor Castle using information form our visit to help us. We will continue with daily phonics and guided reading throughout the term.






Science
We will be looking at animals including humans in science this term. We will learn the names and be able to identify different parts of the human body. Looking in depth at the 5 different senses. We will also look at how we can classify animals into the 5 different groups and to identify animals by their features and diets.
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This term children will be learning about Christianity. We will be discussing the question What do Christians believe about God? They will focus on the Christian story of creation and the responsibility a Christian might feel for caring for the world. 


	



History
In history we will be looking into the lives of Queen Victoria and Queen Elizabeth II. We will look at the key events during their reigns and the impact that these have had on us today. To link with our trip, we will look at the importance Windsor castle on both monarchs helping us to compare them.

Computing
We will start the year with basic computer skills and making sure we are using the computers safely and carefully. We will also be learning to log into and explore our PurpleMash scheme website. Children will create their own avatar and understand the idea of ‘ownership’ of their work. 


	

		Art
We will be looking at royal portraits by Joshua Reynolds to help us build on our drawing skills. We will learn how to draw lines of different shapes and thickness using different drawing media.  Explore different grades of pencil to create moods in their drawing and make different styles of lines e.g. – straight, twisty, thick, thin, wave. We will make our own portraits drawing free hand from observation. 


Music
In music we will look at how we can move and play instruments in time to the beat of the music. We will also learn to sing a song from memory learning different pitches.
PSHE
Each week we will have a PSHE session. This term our topic will be ‘Being Me in my World’. We will be exploring our feelings of belonging and safety in the classroom.
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
