PE 
This term we will be looking at our ‘send and return’ module. In this we will look at how we are able to send an object using our hands or bat, and how we can move towards a moving ball to return it. We will also develop our gymnastic skills, looking at point balances and linking these with turns, twists, rock and roll.

Maths
We will continue to look at our place value up to 50 making sure that we are able to confidently use a number line to help us know 1 more or 1 less than a given number. We will continue to use concrete resources to help us with this work.
We will also be looking at length, height, volume, and mass this term. These lessons will be practical to help us secure our knowledge.

English 
In English this term we will be using the book ‘Traction Man is Here’ by Mini Grey to help us with our writing of stories. We will be writing a narrative of the book focusing on the exciting vocabulary that is featured in the story.
We will also be writing instructions based on our science and design and technology work with a focus on the bossy (imperative) verbs that we will be using to make our sentences into commands.






Science
During science will be conducting a scientific enquiry into the most suitable everyday materials. We will ensure we create a fair test to get reliable results when selecting materials based on their ability to float or sink and looking at whether they are waterproof or not. This topic will look at the suitability of materials used when designing toys.

RE
Continuing to look at Christianity in the run up to Easter, we will look at the question: Why was Jesus welcomed like a king or celebrity by the crowds on Palm Sunday? We will also look at people we might honour or respect so that we are able to make present day connections.
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History
Our topic focus this term will be history. We will be comparing toys from the past and present. We are lucky enough to be able to have a selection of toys that we can play with to help us see toys from the past first hand. We will use these to help compare them against toys we know and play with today. We will also be interviewing Mr Haythorne on his favourite toys from when he was growing up.

Music
This term we will be looking at two units, we will listen to music inspired by the sea. We will use percussion instruments to help bring the piece to life by creating a moving, musical picture. 
For the second part of the term, we will look at how music is full of conversations between instruments and voices. We will look at how we can create our own musical conversations.


	

		Design and Technology
We will be creating our own pop-up book using hinges and leavers. We will start by looking at a selection of pop-up books and the element of surprise they can bring. We will then look at how we can make our own stories, using hinges and levers to show a personalised surprise to our stories, that we will be working on in English.

PSHE
We will be looking at how we can be healthy. We will further look at the different foods that allow us to have a healthy balanced lifestyle alongside the importance of keeping active.  

Computing
Our focus this term will be coding. During this topic we will understand what instructions are and predict what might happen. We will make our own computer program and be able to control the event in it.
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
