Maths
For our final term in maths, we will be consolidating our knowledge of place value and looking at number and place value up to 100. To finish the term off we will have a focus on looking at time, specifically the hour and half past the hour, whilst also looking at money and identifying the different coins and notes we use.

PE 
This term in dance we will use popular nursery rhymes to help compose dances with moves that can be performed in a cannon (one after the other). We will also develop our hit, catch and run skills, looking at co-ordination skills that are involved when trying to hit a ball and catch from the air. By the end of the term, we will use these skills to help us play a game of rounders.
English 
In English this term we will be using the book ‘The Pirate Cruncher’ by Jonny Duddle to help us recap our knowledge of rhymes and then perform our own sea animal inspired poems. We will also be writing a non-chronological report. We will be inspired by the book ‘Float’ by Daniel Miyares before learning new facts and how we can help sort information under our chosen subheadings.







RE
We will be continuing to learn about Judaism this term, as we consider “Does visiting the synagogue help Jewish children feel closer to God?” We will learn how Jerusalem is a place of pilgrimage for Jews and how the synagogue may give Jews a feeling of belonging.
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Design and Technology
We will be creating our own ice lollies as they are always a favourite when at the seaside. We will be looking into the importance of healthy eating, and why fruit and vegetables are so important to our diet. We will be tasting different fruits and vegetables that we might be able to use in our ice lollies.

	




Computing
Our focus this term will be coding. We will understand what instructions are and predict what might happen when they are followed. We will use this information to help us to plan and make a simple computer program.


	Geography
Our focus this term is geography. We will be learning all about the different geographical features that we might find along our coastlines. We will use this information to help study maps beginning with a basic understanding of the different compass points: north, south, east, and west.


		Science
In science, we will be using our knowledge from last term of how plants grow, and putting this to the test, whilst developing our scientific enquiry skills. We will grow sunflowers in 5 different conditions and monitor how they grow. We will also look at new developments being shown at the 'Chelsea Flower Show’ this year, looking at how trees can talk to us.



PSHE
We will be looking at how we change. During this unit we will be looking at how we change as we grow up from babies to adulthood. We will learn how our bodies change and the differences between boys and girls.

Music
This term we will be looking at a piece of music called ‘Come dance with me’. It is a lively call and response song that we will create new lyrics and actions for.
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
