Autumn: September, October, November, when leaves fall of trees and the days begin to get shorter. 
Horizon: The line where the sky looks like it meets the Earth or sea. 
Season: a season is one of four parts of the year that has its own special weather, temperature and daylight. 
Spring: March, April, May, the temperature starts to get warmer and things begin to grow.  
Summer: June, July, August, the warmest season of the year, there are lots of daylight hours. 
Sunrise: Happens in the morning when the sun first appears over the horizon.
Sunset: Happens in the evening when the sun goes below the horizon.  
Weather: What the air and sky are like outside each day. 
Winter: December, January, February, the coldest season where the days are shortest.
