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Geography
This term we 
will be focusing on wild weather
. 
We will start by looking at 
the seasonal weather patterns in the United Kingdom and in hot and cold areas of the world. We will use our 
geographical
 vocabulary to 
talk about different weather and seasons. As part of our learning, we will keep a weather chart recording the weather in Benson and comparing it to other places. This will include measuring rainfall, temperature and noting the weather conditions. 
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Maths 
This term we will be continuing to work on our 
work on the number system by exploring numbers up to 50. 
We will develop an understanding of the number system, find one more and one less than number to 50 as well as being able to count in a range of ways including in tens. 
We will also use number lines to order and estimate. 
Towards the end of the term, we will focus on 
comparing and measuring heights and lengths. 
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
