We start the term listening to music inspired by a huge river, imagining the journey it takes. After that we switch to transport, listening to and analysing four great pieces of music, each one describing a different vehicle, whilst we consider how composers use volume, speed, and rhythm in their music before creating our own transport inspired pieces. 
RE
RE This term we will consider how important it is to Christians that Jesus came back to life after his crucifixion, learning about the resurrection of Jesus at Easter.
Art
We will be making our own map artwork inspired by Jia Li Yiu. We will use information from our trip to help us do this. We also take advice from illustrator Liz Anelli in a World Book Day workshop. 
Science 
Within the topic of ‘Plants’, we will be observing and describing how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants, whilst developing our knowledge on what plants need to grow and stay healthy. We will use this knowledge to reflect on how changing seasons and weather patterns impact plant development, including changes due to climate change.
PSHCE 
Our theme this term is ‘Healthy Me,’ within which we will explore ways of being healthy and relaxed through our lifestyle choices and motivations. As part of this topic, we will discuss medicine safety and the benefits of a healthy, balanced diet

PE 
This term we will be continuing to work on our striking accuracy and fielding skills, to score runs in different hit, catch, run games whilst working in teams to field.
In dance, we will perform in group and individual formations using stimuli to copy, repeat and create dance actions and motifs.
English 
We will start the term off looking at the book Martha Maps it Out by Leigh Hodgkinson. We will use this text to help support our instruction writing on how to move around a map. We will be using mathematical and geographical vocabulary to help make cross curricular links to support our learning. 
We will also be using our trip to Wallingford to help write a recount of our day out. 
Finally in phonics, we will continue to extend our range of graphemes and phonemes, practise applying spelling rules and improve our handwriting with linked letters and clear differentiation between letter sizes and form.
Geography
This term we will be developing our understanding of seasonal and daily weather patterns in the United Kingdom, and the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the equator, and the North and South Poles. We will link this to key human features and land use, such as cities, towns, farms, houses, harbours and shops. 
We will also be trying out our geography fieldwork and observational skills to study the geography of our local area in order to map the key human and physical features of our immediate environment.


Maths
This term we will complete our learning around multiplication and division, making and adding equal groups and introducing the multiplication symbol, before using arrays to share and divide. We will then move on to areas of measurement – length and height, mass and capacity and temperature. We will continue to practise our number bonds and times tables, along with other areas of maths, to support recall of all our maths.
