· Neil Armstrong became the first man to walk on the Moon on 20 July 1969.
· Ernest Shackleton explored Antarctica and showed great leadership in extreme cold.
· Endurance was the vessel Shackleton used and his expedition is remembered for keeping the whole crew safe.
