· Bicycle Shop Origins: Operating a bicycle shop in Dayton, Ohio, provided them with mechanical expertise and the funds for their experiments.
· The First Flight (1903): On December 17, 1903, Orville piloted the 1903 Wright Flyer for 12 seconds. That day, they completed four flights, with Wilbur covering 852 feet in 59 seconds on the longest one.
· Evolution of Flight: Following their 1903 success, they continued developing their aircraft, producing the first truly practical airplane, the 1905 Wright Flyer.
